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On 11th August 2025, GIBS hosted an exclusive IIC session titled “Accelerator/Incubation-Opportunities for students and faculties -Early stage Entrepreneur”, in hybrid mode. The session aimed at inspiring and motivating the third semester BBA students. The session was designed to provide students with a clear understanding regarding the landscape of incubation and acceleration, especially the benefits these platforms offer for transforming ideas into viable ventures. The highlight of the session was an online address by Mr. Aarya Manorath, Founder cum Managing Director of Eduroot SME Business Solution Pvt. Ltd, who shared his invaluable insights and personal experiences of bringing new ideas and technologies to life with incubation and accelerator support.
The session commenced with a brief introduction of Mr. Aarya Manorath. Sir was given a warm welcome by Ms. Geeta Khari. The moderator highlighted the importance of understanding of the concepts of incubation and acceleration as a tool to leverage such opportunities for entrepreneurial success and to transform innovations into marketable products or services. 

The session began with an insightful introduction to the concepts of business incubators and accelerators, where Mr. Aarya Manorath elaborated on their roles in nurturing early-stage startups by providing critical support such as mentoring, funding access, networking opportunities, and infrastructure. The distinction between incubators (typically supporting idea-stage startups) and accelerators (focused on scaling growth-stage ventures) was clearly explained.

Sir also highlighted pathways for accessing institutional incubation centers, participating in innovation challenges, and leveraging mentorship from industry experts. The discussion covered a broad spectrum of government and private incubation programs available in India, including flagship initiatives such as Startup India and Atal Innovation Mission (AIM). Sir then shared guidance on how to apply for these schemes and make the most of available funding and infrastructural resources. The session included real-world examples of successful startups that emerged from incubation programs. 

 One of the most engaging parts of the event was the interactive Q&A session. Students were encouraged to ask questions about various aspects of actionable takeaways and strategies to implement in their own projects. Mr. Aarya Manorath answered each question thoughtfully, providing practical advice and real-world examples. The event ended with an applause from the audience and a token of thanks was given to the guest by Ms. Geeta Khari.
